B L A C K

Because of our sin, our hearts are
no longer clean, and we cannot be
with GOD. On our own, we cannot
make our hearts clean from sin.

This kind of relationship with God is a sad
truth. But there is GOOD NEWS!

BLACK SYMBOLIZES  SEPARATION FROM GOD AND
ETERNAL PUNISHMENT  IN HELL. THIS IS THE
RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN A SINFUL MAN AND 

A HOLY GOD.





John 3:16
For God so loved the world, that he gave
his only Son, that whoever believes in him
should not perish but have eternal life. 
1 John 1:7b
and the blood of Jesus his Son cleanses
us from all sin. 

WE CAN ONLY HAVE TWO KINDS OF RELATIONSHIP WITH

BLACK=SINFUL AND SEPARATED or
WHITE =FORGIVEN AND FULLY CLEANSED

GOD DESIRES THIS KIND OF RELATIONSHIP WITH YOU.

BUT THIS IS ONLY POSSIBLE IF ALL YOUR SINS 
(PAST, PRESENT AND FUTURE) ARE FULLY CLEANSED.





R E D

Ephesians 1:7
In him we have redemption through his
blood, the forgiveness of our sins, according
to the riches of his grace

RED REPRESENTS CHRIST'S BLOOD AND LOVE. GOD SENT HIS
SON JESUS CHRIST TO PAY THE PENALTY FOR OUR SINS BY

DYING ON THE CROSS. GOD DID THIS BECAUSE HE LOVED US.
WE CAN HAVE A FORGIVEN AND FULLY CLEANSED LIFE, AND
A RIGHT RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD IF WE TURN AWAY FROM

OUR SIN AND BELIEVE THAT JESUS DIED FOR US.

Do you want to turn away from your sins and
follow Jesus?

Do you believe that Jesus died for you and wants to
forgive and fully cleanse you of your sin?

Do you want to place your full trust in Jesus to
forgive and fully cleanse you of your sin right now?

If you answered YES to all 3 questions, you can make
that decision right now by telling Jesus about it.
